1.  Purpose.  To establish a comprehensive fire prevention program for fire safety, fire prevention, and fire fighting responsibilities at Naval Support Activity (NAVSUPPACT) Mid-South and other commands and activities within the NAVSUPPACT Mid-South complex.  References (a) through (p) and enclosures (1) through (8) provide guidance.  This instruction applies to all military personnel, civilians, concessionaires, and contract personnel who may be assigned, attached to, or tenants at NAVSUPPACT Mid-South.  This instruction should be reviewed in its entirety.

2.  Cancellation.  NAVSUPPACTMFSINST 11320.3

3.  Objective.  To reduce the loss of life and property from fire through operation of an effective fire prevention program.

4.  Authority and Responsibility.  Fire protection is a daily responsibility of all Commanding Officers; however, per reference (b), the Commanding Officer, NAVSUPPACT Mid-South, is directly responsible for the following:

    a.  Exercising administrative and coordination control over all fire protection matters.

    b.  Providing necessary equipment and trained personnel for the Fire and Emergency Services.

    c.  Ensure that the assigned Fire Chief or designated representative, as technical supervisor, has proper authority to accomplish the following responsibilities:

        (1) Directly supervise the administration and operation of the Fire and Emergency Services.

        (2) Develop and carry out a continuing comprehensive and exacting fire prevention program.

        (3) Assume operational control of all fire fighting operations.

        (4) Request assistance and deploy Navy fire fighting forces in conjunction with established mutual aid agreements.

5.  Fire and Emergency Services.  The Fire and Emergency Services will be organized in conformity with references (a) and (b), and other pertinent directives and as approved by the Commanding Officer, NAVSUPPACT Mid-South.  The Fire Chief will be under the military command and non-technical direction of the Commanding Officer.

6.  Forms and Reports.

    a.  The following forms are available from NAVSUPPACT Mid-South Fire and Emergency Services:

        (1) NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320/2 (08-02), Fire Hazard Inspection Report, enclosure (5).

        (2) NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320/3 (08-02), Family Housing Inspection, enclosure (6).

        (3) NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320/4 (08-02), Hazardous Operation Permit, enclosure (7).

        (4) NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320/5 (08-02), Fire Prevention Inspection, enclosure (8).

    b.  Report Control Symbol NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320-2 is assigned to the Fire Hazard Inspection Report, NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320/2, enclosure (5), section 505c and is approved from the date of this directive.  This report will be updated as needed according to the Commission on Fire Accreditation International.

Section I

FIRE ALARMS AND SIGNALS
101.  DISCOVERY OF FIRE.  Any person discovering a fire or having a reasonable suspicion of a fire will immediately call Public Safety Dispatch at 874-5533, or 911 from a base telephone, to summon Fire and Emergency Services.  Persons in the vicinity of a fire will attempt to extinguish or prevent its spread, pending arrival of the Fire and Emergency Services.  Persons should report all fires even if the fire has already been extinguished.

102.  TO REPORT A FIRE.  Fire alarms are usually transmitted from fire alarm boxes or by telephone.

    a.  To report a fire via a fire alarm box, you must:

        (1) Open the small door on the fire alarm box and pull handle down the full length of travel and release.

        (2) Remain at the box to direct the Fire and Emergency Services personnel to the fire.

        (3) If a building evacuation alarm system is used, pull handle on box and go outside of building to direct the Fire and Emergency Services to the location of the fire.

    b.  To report a fire by telephone follow the below listed instructions:

        (1) From all base phones (prefix 874) call 911.

        (2) The Navy Lodge and Navy Inns (prefix 874) call 911, (prefix 872 or 873) call 9-911.

        (3) Housing residents must call 911.

        (4) Navy Exchange phones will call 911 or 9-911 depending on what phone they are using.  The Fire and Emergency Services and the Navy Exchange must ensure all telephones are labeled with the correct phone number.

        (5) If using a cell phone you will dial 874-5533, to reach Public Safety Dispatch.

    c.  Give the following information in reporting the fire:

        (1) Exact location of fire, including building number.

        (2) Name and extension from which call is being placed.

        (3) What is burning, if known, such as building, grass, oil, vehicle, etc.

        (4) Do not hang up until the Dispatcher acknowledges receipt of all pertinent information.

    d.  Alert personnel in building or area by sounding "FIRE CALL" verbally, or as otherwise provided; then proceed to the point of nearest approach and direct fire apparatus to the scene.

Section 2

FIRE PROTECTION RESPONSIBILITIES

201.  COMMANDING OFFICERS/OFFICERS IN CHARGE OF TENANT COMMANDS. Commanding Officers of each activity within the NAVSUPPACT Mid-South complex will be guided by the principles of this instruction and will cooperate fully with the NAVSUPPACT Mid-South Fire Chief in the tasks outlined in this instruction.  Commanding Officers and Officers in Charge shall:

    a.  Notify the Public Safety Dispatch of all fires regardless of size or probable cause.

    b.  Enforce (within their command) fire prevention regulations and methods for the reduction and elimination of fire hazards.

    c.  Make the contents of this instruction known to all hands.

    d.  Instruct personnel in fire safety practices and all applicable fire regulations.

    e.  Appoint Building Fire Wardens and assistants as appropriate and submit names, phone numbers and department to Fire Prevention Division.

NOTE:  When more than one command occupies a building or area, the command having the most people or as may be agreed upon mutually by both commands will furnish the Fire Warden with names as appropriate.

    f.  Arrange for Fire Prevention personnel to conduct lectures and demonstrations in order to instruct Fire Wardens and personnel in the proper performance of duties and use of fire extinguishing equipment.

    g.  Obtain advice from the Fire Prevention Division in proper administration of a fire prevention program.

    h.  Set up fire drills for assigned areas and/or buildings.  Notify and coordinate with the Fire Prevention Division, at least 24 hours in advance.

    i.  Notify the Chief Fire Inspector, at 874-5259 of any plans to change the occupancy classification of a structure or to add any new processes within it.

    j.  Initiate requests to Fire Prevention Division for approval/disapproval on all heat producing appliances, coffee mess locations, and permanent or temporary hot work operations.

202.  FIRE CHIEF/SENIOR FIRE OFFICER
    a.  The Fire Chief is responsible for the efficient operation of the Fire and Emergency Services.  The Fire Chief is responsible for the following functions:

        (1) Ensure fire prevention inspections and acceptance testing of fixed fire protection systems in buildings, facilities, and outside areas are conducted.

        (2) Ensure inspection of water distribution systems are conducted, particularly after a section of the system has been out of service for repair or extension.  Handle in accordance with the State of Tennessee water quality standards.

        (3) Issue NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320/4 Hazardous Operation Permit (08-02), enclosure (7), for operations involving fire hazards and ensure that qualified personnel are posted with the necessary fire extinguishing equipment.

        (4) Inspect places of public assembly as required.  Make spot inspections at closing and during operating hours to ensure compliance with fire codes, occupancy loading, and closing procedures.

        (5) Investigate and report all fires to the Naval Safety Center via the National Fire Incident Reporting System (NFIRS).

        (6) Prepare and publish adequate fire prevention regulations for family housing.

        (7) Provide fire prevention consultation for unique situations.  Advise department and supervisory heads of station regulations and recognized fire prevention practices.  Assist in correcting improper conditions where possible.

        (8) Institute continuing training courses in fire prevention for the following:

            (a) All Fire and Emergency Services personnel.

            (b) Department and supervisory heads.

            (c) Personnel employed in hazardous areas.

        (9) Maintain records of all fire drills to include: evacuation time, date, place, results of drill (pass or fail to determine if a drill needs to be rescheduled).

    b.  During the absence of the Fire Chief, the Senior Fire Officer present will be in charge of fire fighting operations.  That officer is responsible for disposition and employment of personnel, apparatus, and equipment engaged in or necessary to the preservation of life, property and the environment through prevention and extinguishment of fire.

    c.  The Fire Chief or Senior Fire Officer will initiate requests for necessary fire equipment.  The Fire Chief is responsible for the preparation of fire regulations and supervision of their enforcement subject to approval of the Commanding Officer.  The Fire Chief will initiate requests for the Services Director, Navy Fire and Emergency Services to investigate suspected incendiaries, those fires or related disasters of unusual circumstances, or those resulting in injury or loss of life.

    d.  At fires or related disasters, the Fire Chief or Senior Fire Officer will establish a command post for directing fire fighting operations and will establish radio communication with the Command Duty Officer, describing the location and extent of the fire.  Location of the command post will be properly identified by a “Command Post” flag.  The Senior Fire Officer will wear a white helmet and Orange vest titled “On Scene Commander”.  Arriving components will report to the “On Scene Commander”, at the command post.

203.  NAVSUPPACT MID-SOUTH COMMAND DUTY OFFICER (CDO).  The Command Duty Officer will:

    a.  Proceed immediately to the scene of a fire, emergency, or disaster onboard the NAVSUPPACT Mid-South complex.

    b.  Assume command of all military personnel in the immediate area of the fire/disaster until properly relieved by higher authority.

    c.  Maintain a narrative of events received after being notified of the fire alarm; notify the Commanding Officer and/or the Executive Officer once the alarm is sounded; and make every effort to establish and maintain radio contact with the command post at the scene.

    d.  Summon electricians and plumbers (during off duty hours) on the request of the Fire and Emergency Services.

    e.  In case of a major fire, Public Safety Dispatch will, upon request of the Senior Fire Officer in Charge, initiate the recall of Fire and Emergency Services personnel, and notify all Mutual Aid Fire and Emergency Services Departments (Millington, Shelby County) to augment regular assigned fire fighter personnel.

204.  PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT.  The Public Works Officer will:

    a.  Upon request, dispatch utility personnel to the fire command post to disconnect utilities (electricity, gas, steam, etc.) to the buildings or areas involved.

    b.  At major fires, take immediate action to increase water/volume pressure in fire mains at the fire area.

    c.  Upon request, provide operating crews and equipment as needed, such as bulldozers and hydraulic hammers.

    d.  Upon request, provide fuel/oil for all fire apparatus or such other services required at the fire scene.

205.  PUBLIC SAFETY (SECURITY).  The Security Officer will:

    a.  Upon request from the Fire and Emergency Services, dispatch ambulance and personnel with necessary first aid equipment to the scene of the fire or emergency to render medical aid as necessary.

    b.  The Watch Commander will report to the “On Scene Commander” at the site of the emergency.

    c.  Ensure that the Security personnel are thoroughly indoctrinated in provisions and enforcement of this instruction.

    d.  Dispatch the necessary personnel to the scene and establish a cordon to prevent unauthorized entry.

    e.  Ensure that only those personnel essential to the fire/ rescue operations are authorized entry to the immediate fire area.

206.  DEPARTMENT HEADS/DIVISION OFFICERS/SUPERVISORS.  Department Heads, Division Officers and Supervisors will:

    a.  Ensure that all new reporting personnel receive a fire safety orientation and are properly instructed in fire regulations.

    b.  Designate a Building Fire Warden for each building for which they are responsible and ensure that the assigned Fire Warden carries out their responsibilities annotated in Section 208.

    c.  Prepare and place into effect an evacuation plan for each building in which personnel are billeted to work and where groups assemble.

    d.  Prepare and place into effect an individual Building Fire Bill.

    e.  Ensure that the Building Fire Bill, enclosure (1), and the Building Evacuation Plan, enclosure (2) are posted and kept up-to-date in all buildings and that all personnel are aware of the contents. Paragraph 305 provides additional information.

    f.  Ensure that fire evacuation drills are conducted at least quarterly in buildings in which personnel are billeted or where there are large gatherings.  Advance notice of drills will be given to the Fire and Emergency Services.  Fire Department personnel will coordinate with Building Fire Warden(s) and monitor all drills.  Results of the fire drills will be forwarded to the Fire Chief.  

207.  ALL PERSONNEL.  Every person residing or working onboard NAVSUPPACT Mid-South shares an individual responsibility for strict adherence to these regulations and all other applicable fire prevention directives.  The degree of success of the fire prevention and protection program depends upon the everyday actions of the individual.  All personnel are enjoined to extend their fullest cooperation to the enforcement and implementation of these regulations.  All personnel will familiarize themselves with the evacuation plan and location of the nearest fire alarm box; know the Public Safety Dispatch telephone number 874-5533, location of nearest fire extinguisher, and how to use it.  All personnel, except those assigned fire fighting duties in the immediate fire area, will clear the area and remain clear of access openings and water supplies.

208.  BUILDING FIRE WARDEN.  Fire Wardens will:

    a.  Prepare and post a sufficient number of NAVFAC 3-11320/9 Fire Bill forms (4-67), on each deck of their building and in prominent places.

    b.  Ensure that personnel are instructed in what to do in case of a fire.

    c.  Ensure that corrective action is initiated on all hazards noted on NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320/2 (08-02), Fire Hazard Inspection Report, enclosure (5), and that the endorsement is forwarded to the Fire Chief with the action or proposed action and completion date.  (Report Control Symbol NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320-2 applies.)

    d.  Conduct daily fire prevention inspections throughout the building and/or area for which they are responsible.  Report all discrepancies to the Fire Prevention Division.

    e.  Notify the Fire and Emergency Services of any impairment to fire protection systems (sprinkler systems, hydrants, stand pipes, pumps, etc.).

    f.  Ensure that proper safeguards are taken, permits obtained when applicable, and proper authorities notified of all hazardous operations.

    g.  Ensure that all storage areas are so indicated and adequate "NO SMOKING" signs are prominently posted.

    h.  Prepare and post the Building Evacuation Plan and assign, by billet, specific responsibility for effecting evacuations.  This plan will be posted adjacent to the building Fire Bill, enclosure (1).  Enclosure (2) is an example of a Building Evacuation Plan.

    i.  Designate an assembly area well clear of assigned building, hydrants, fire lanes, and streets.

    j.  Plan material evacuation by priority and assign personnel to decide when to evacuate priority material.

    k.  Hold a complete muster of all personnel after the building has been evacuated.

    l.  Fire Prevention will conduct fire evacuation drills at least quarterly.  Notify the Public Safety Dispatch in advance of a fire drill.

    m.  Fire Wardens will conduct monthly inspection of fire extinguishers within their respective building(s), to include basements, penthouses and machinery rooms, and initial extinguisher tags within the first 10 days of each month.  The Fire Prevention Division will verify completion of inspection during monthly checks.

209.  MANAGERS OF PUBLIC ASSEMBLY AND RECREATIONAL FACILITIES.  The possibility for loss of life in public assembly buildings/ facilities is always of major concern, and extra precautions must be taken to prevent fire.  Public assembly occupancy limits are defined in reference (j).  Managers of public assembly facilities are responsible for the overall fire prevention program under their jurisdiction.  Managers of public assembly facilities will:

    a.  Establish and maintain a certification system to ensure that employees are trained and understand their fire prevention responsibilities within their work environment.  This certification system includes quarterly drills for employees and immediate indoctrination of newly hired employees.

    b.  Notify Fire Prevention personnel to inspect places of public assembly before all major social events and when temporary decorations or unusual arrangements are involved.

    c.  Post occupancy load signs in each major section and strictly adhere to these load levels.

    d.  Ensure that combustible towels, tablecloths, and similar materials are placed in noncombustible containers with self-closing lids.

    e.  Establish two noncombustible containers where rags are used for dusting and cleaning purposes, (one container for clean rags and one container for dirty rags).  Empty these containers at the close of each day.

    f.  Ensure that facilities are left in a fire safe condition at close of business as follows:

        (1) All sofa and chair cushions, smoking receptacles, wastebaskets, and trash containers are free of all potential fire hazards.

        (2) Electrical appliances that are not required to be in operation at night are disconnected.

        (3) Swabs, cleaning gear, and other materials subject to spontaneous ignition are kept outside buildings or stored in tight metal containers with metal covers.

    g.  Conduct closing inspections and notify the Fire and Emergency Services at least 30 minutes prior to closing of all clubs.  This requirement will not be delegated to janitorial personnel.

    h.  Establish and enforce the following procedures when commercial or restaurant type cooking is performed and grease filters or other grease removal devices are used:

        (1) Per reference (n), clean all installed grease filters and exposed surfaces of kitchen hoods daily, or more frequently if required, to prevent accumulation of grease.  Spare filter sets are required in kitchens, which operate continuously.

        (2) Clean hood and exhaust ducts serving kitchen equipment every 6 months, or more frequently if required, to prevent accumulation of grease.  This cleaning cycle includes grease on fans, roofs, louvers, exterior walls, or anywhere the system exhausts to the outside.  Records of cleaning must be maintained in the certification folder.

        (3) Ensure cooking is not done under kitchen hoods, unless all grease filters of the approved type are installed and the exhaust system is operational.  If an exhaust fan motor is shut down or removed for repair or replacement, the equipment served by the exhaust system must not be used until the fan is restored to service per reference (n).

        (4) Ensure that deep fat fryers are equipped with a primary thermostat of 425 degrees F and a second thermostat to ensure the liquid does not exceed 475 degrees Fahrenheit.  Thermostat tests must be conducted annually and necessary documentation placed in the certification folder to verify the test has been conducted.

        (5) Ensure installation of restaurant cooking equipment is in accordance with reference (n).

210.  FAMILY HOUSING RESIDENTS.  Residents in family quarters are responsible for following the below fire protection practices:

    a.  The leading cause of fires is smoking.  Use noncombustible ashtrays of the deep type, which will prevent cigars or cigarettes from rolling off.  Empty in closed metal containers.  DON'T SMOKE IN BED.

    b.  Keep ranges, exhaust range hoods and filters clean and free of grease accumulation.  Never leave cooking unattended, particularly with children in the house.  Turn pot and pan handles away from, not over, the flame.  If grease should catch fire, use a household fire extinguisher, pot or pan lids to smother flames, or liberally apply ordinary baking soda.

    c.  Do not allow trash to accumulate in utility rooms, closets, garages, or sheds.  Keep homes clean and uncluttered at all times.  Do not store cleaning equipment (mops, brooms, dust mops, etc.) in the hot water heater room.

    d.  Do not store outboard motors, motorcycles, power mowers, scooters, or motor bikes in utility rooms with fuel in tanks.  Always refuel outside.  Do not store gas cans in utility rooms or inside the home.  Use only certified safety containers to store flammable liquids.

    e.  Do not overload washing machines.  Overloaded washing machines may start fires from hot and dirty motors.  Keep dryers free of lint, including the vent systems.

    f. Small children should never be left alone in the home, even while visiting the next-door neighbor.  The combination of children and matches, lighters, or lighter fluids can lead to serious trouble.  Know where your children are at all times.  Select babysitters with care, and give explicit instructions in case of fire or emergency. Leave the telephone number where you can be reached. 

    g. Prepare a plan of orderly evacuation for all occupants of the house.  Use the "buddy system" where there are small children. Conduct periodic drills during good weather.  Assign adults and older children specific duties.

    h.  All family housing quarters will have a smoke detector installed as required by reference (d), Chapter 6, Section 6.2.2.1.  Non-government housing occupants will be encouraged to install smoke and carbon monoxide detectors.

    i.  Smoke detectors in base family quarters will be tested and cleaned annually.  Occupants will be instructed on how to test detectors (note: change batteries every 6 months). 

    j.  Artificial Christmas trees are the only type recommended in base housing.

    k.  Electric lights, per reference (i), are not authorized for metal Christmas trees; however, separate rotation or stationary color type spotlights may be used and will be of Underwriters Laboratories, Inc. listed type.

    l.  Fireworks of any type are illegal in Shelby County and not permitted in Housing or anywhere on the installation.

    m.  Any vehicle that obstructs or impedes the movement of emergency vehicles will be ticketed and/or removed by Security.

    n.  Housing residents are obligated to have the Fire and Emergency Services emergency stickers on each telephone.  These stickers are available through the Fire Prevention Division.  Call 874-5259/5644 for stickers or come by the Fire Prevention Division.

    o.  It is mandatory for all newly assigned personnel, or their spouse, to attend the Housing Fire Prevention Orientation.  This orientation is designed to inform them of their responsibilities in fire prevention.  All Fire Prevention Orientation classes are tracked through the Fire and Emergency Service metric system. 

    p. Family housing will be inspected by the Fire Prevention personnel upon request of occupant.

Section 3

GENERAL

301.  SIGNAL DEVICES AND VEHICULAR TRAFFIC.  When responding to alarms, the use of bells, sirens and flashing or blinking amber/red lights on fire apparatus, will be used as a warning of approaching apparatus.  On hearing fire sirens, bells, or other emergency signals, all non-emergency vehicles will pull to the side of the road and stop to assure unrestricted travel of emergency vehicles.

302.  FALSE ALARMS.  All false alarms will be immediately investigated to determine the cause of the alarm.  Persons found to have maliciously caused a false alarm will be reported to the Commanding Officer.

303.  SALVAGE OF RECORDS.  In case of fire or related disaster, the salvage of records and documents will be handled as determined by reference (l).  File cabinets containing correspondence and records will be identified on the most visible surface with numerals 1, 2, etc., to indicate priority for removal.  Priority for first removal from individual rooms will be assigned to such cabinets the loss of which would prove most disruptive to the mission of the station.

304. FIRE PREVENTION WEEK.  Fire Prevention Week is observed annually in the month of October.  NAVSUPPACT Mid-South will observe the whole month of October as Fire Awareness Month along with Fire Prevention Week as designated by the President and endorsed by the National Fire Protection Association.  Fire Prevention Division will setup static displays at central gathering areas (Navy Exchange, Commissary) and give presentations at the Child Development Center, Youth Center and local area schools.  The following actions are encouraged by all hands:

    a.  Be especially observant of fire hazards in the work place and at home.

    b.  Report any fire hazards to the local Fire and Emergency Services (even if it is questionable).

    c.  Attend lectures conducted for fire prevention and awareness.

Section 4

DISPATCHING OF EQUIPMENT OFF STATION

401.  MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT.  The Senior Fire Officer of any Fire and Emergency Services belonging to the Mutual Aid Agreement is authorized to request fire fighting assistance under the terms of the agreement.  The Fire Chief or, if absent, the Senior Fire Officer on duty will take the following action:

    a.  Immediately determine if apparatus and personnel can be spared in response to the call.

    b.  Determine what apparatus and personnel should most effectively be dispatched.

    c.  Determine the exact mission assigned per the detailed plans and procedures of operation in the agreement by the technical heads of the Fire and Emergency Services involved.

    d.  At no time will the station be left unprotected by lack of fire apparatus and proper supervision of a Fire Officer.

    e.  If equipment and manpower are determined adequate by the Senior Fire Officer, such equipment and personnel will be immediately dispatched, per the terms of the agreement.

    f.  Fire companies responding under the Mutual Aid Agreement will be under the direction of the Senior Fire Officer in Charge of the emergency situation.

    g.  After dispatching emergency equipment, immediately notify the Command Duty Officer and relay the information.

Section 5

FIRE PREVENTION REGULATIONS

501.  INSTALLATION AND MAINTENANCE OF FIRST AID FIRE EXTINGUISHERS
    a.  National Fire Code Vol. I NFC 10 will be used as a guide for the installation, maintenance, and use of portable first-aid appliances.

    b.  The inspection, maintenance (including recharging), and location of all first aid fire fighting equipment are functions of the Fire and Emergency Services.

    c.  The Fire and Emergency Services will make frequent inspections of the conditions of all fire fighting equipment at NAVSUPPACT Mid-South.

    d.  Any person discharging a fire extinguisher or having found indication that a fire extinguisher has been used will report the incident immediately to the Fire and Emergency Services (telephone 874-5311).

    e.  Fire extinguishers needing repairs, recharging, etc., will be taken by the activity concerned to the Fire and Emergency Services.

    f.  Fire fighting equipment will not be used or moved from its assigned location for any purpose except fire fighting, drills, or maintenance.

    g.  The Fire Chief will be notified of impairment of any fire fighting equipment.

502.  ACCESS AISLES.  Adequate access aisles 3-feet wide with proper identification signs posted will be maintained at all times to fire alarm pull stations, fire extinguishers, fire exits, sprinkler system valves, electric, gas, water, and steam controls.

503.  FIRE PROTECTION EQUIPMENT.

    a.  The inspection, test, maintenance, and repair of fire protection systems and equipment will be performed by personnel specifically qualified and trained for this task.  Systems will be tested and maintained per reference (e).

    b.  The Public Works Department is responsible for all adjustments and repairs to installed fire protection equipment.  Where it is essential that fire protection equipment be impaired for an overnight period, emergency fire protection measures will be affected.  Adjustment, tampering, disassembly, or other modifications or changes to fixed systems by any person other than those authorized above are prohibited.  Base Operating Support Services Contractor will have responsibility of these systems for maintenance and repair.

    c.  Sprinkler control valves will be maintained in the open position.  When a sprinkler system is actuated from whatever cause, the sprinkler system will not be shut off until the Fire and Emergency Services arrives.

    d.  No material will be hung from sprinkler pipes.

    e.  No sprinkler system will be closed for repairs without first notifying the Fire and Emergency Services.

    f.  Defective or leaking sprinkler systems will be reported to the Fire and Emergency Services immediately.

    g.  Clearances will be maintained at least 18 inches below the sprinkler heads for storage heights of 15 feet or less and 36 inches for storage heights greater than 15 feet.

    h.  Wet deluge and ordinary dry pipe sprinkler systems will be tested only by authorized and qualified Public Works or Fire and Emergency Services personnel.

504.  WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEMS.

    a.  The Public Works Department is responsible for maintenance and preventive maintenance of the water distribution system, which includes fire hydrants, water mains, root valves, and sectional valves.  Fire hydrants will be flushed and root and sectional valves tested on a schedule per reference (f).

    b.  No vehicle or other object will be left standing within 15 feet of any fire hydrant.  Adequate clearance as determined by the Fire Chief will be provided for sprinkler control valves and Siamese pumper connections, hoses, fire alarm boxes, and hose connections.

    c.  Hydrants will be kept free of shrubbery, trees, or other objects for a distance of 15 feet on both sides and rear.  The front will be unobscured from the street.  Activities will provide appropriate marking of fire hydrants and other fire protection equipment.

    d.  Under no conditions will outlets on fire protection water supply lines be altered or have fittings attached without the approval of the Fire Chief and/or Public Works Officer.

    e.  The Fire and Emergency Services must be notified prior to the operation (opening or closing) of any valve controlling the fire protection water supply lines.

505.  INSPECTIONS.

    a.  Properly identified Fire and Emergency Services personnel will have access to all buildings, shops, structures, and areas during inspections.

    b.  Fire prevention inspections will be made of all buildings and areas by the Fire and Emergency Services.  Hazardous areas will be inspected monthly or more frequently as the need arises; however, the following minimums will apply:

        (1) Weekly.  Extra hazardous occupancy facilities or areas where the fire loading and ongoing activity present a high risk to life, safety, and severe fire potential, major construction, and renovation projects.

        (2) Monthly.  Industrial or flammable gases and liquids, maintenance, transportation, recreation ordnance storage, medical/ dental, day care center, automated data processing and communication equipment facilities, commissary, and retail stores. 

            (a) If specific operations related to industrial or flammable gases and liquids are considered extra hazardous in accordance with reference (h) section 30, then the inspection will be conducted weekly.

        (3) Quarterly.  Barracks, common areas of multi-family housing, administration, adult schools, and all other structures, including mobile facilities not inspected weekly or monthly, except family housing.

        (4) Annually.  Family housing (upon request only) and courtesy inspections during Fire Prevention Week.

    c.  Defective or inadequate equipment, dangerous practices, fire hazards, or other matters in violation of these regulations will be reported in writing to the Fire Chief on enclosure (5) and action reported to the cognizant Commanding Officer.  The Fire Chief will ensure that necessary actions to correct the discrepancies are taken.

506.  HOUSEKEEPING.  Working and storage spaces, new construction, and repair areas will be policed regularly by occupants and contractor personnel to eliminate fire hazards.

507.  SAFETY CONTAINERS.

    a.  Rubbish and scrap materials will be disposed of in properly identified covered containers or bins properly located at buildings, housing and the Bachelor Quarters.  All rubbish will be cleared from buildings at the end of the workday and hauled to a dumpster or locations approved for rubbish disposal.  Work areas will be kept free of accumulations of combustible debris at all times.

    b.  Open top wastebaskets will be made of non-flammable material. 

    c.  Metal or metal-lined containers with automatic closing covers will be provided and used for storing of used or dirty rags, packing materials such as excelsior, shredded paper, and other combustible materials.

    d.  All used waste, oil, paint, and chemical soaked rags will be deposited in plainly marked self-closing containers.  The metal covers will be maintained in the closed position and never wedged or blocked open.  Such containers will be emptied and the contents removed from the building, as required during working hours and prior to securing the building after working hours.

508.  PERSONNEL SERVICE ROOMS.

    a.  Covered receptacles with self-closing lids will be provided in all heads/restrooms.

    b.  Ventilated clothing lockers will be of metal and maintained in a clean and orderly condition.  Flammable liquids, chemicals, paints, paint soaked rags, or clothing and similar materials will not be kept in clothes lockers.

    c.  Combustible materials will not be placed on radiators, heaters, steam pipes, or electrical wiring.

509.  EXHAUST SYSTEMS.  Exhaust systems and ductwork will be kept free of grease, paint residue, combustible dust, etc.  Filters and duct systems will be constructed of noncombustible materials and cleaned frequently using steam or a nonflammable liquid.  A Fire and Emergency Services Inspector will inspect all exhaust systems after being cleaned by contractors.

510.  DECORATIONS.  The use and display of festive decorations on holidays will be limited to a single display within each major subdivision of an activity and are subject to the following fire safety regulations:

    a.  In accordance with reference (j), displays will not be set up earlier than 3 weeks prior to a holiday and will be removed within 4 days after the holiday.  There will be no time limitation on non-flammable displays.

    b.  Dead or cut vegetation, cotton, cut Christmas trees, plastic, textile, expanded foams, excelsior, or other combustibles will not be used as decorations within buildings unless such decorative materials have been made flame retardant by an approved material or process.

    c.  Draperies and decorations will be of a non-flammable material and will bear the Underwriters seal of flame proofing.

    d.  Christmas trees will not be placed in aisles, passageways, near exits, radiators, steam pipes, or any heat producing appliance.

    e.  Christmas trees will be nonflammable when used in Department of the Navy facilities.

    f.  The electrical fixtures of a Christmas tree or any other temporary decoration will be Underwriters Laboratories, Inc. approved and in good condition.  Only non-flammable ornaments and decorations are permitted.

    g.  All electrical equipment used for decorative lighting shall be secured at the end of the workday.

511.  CLEANING PRECAUTIONS.  Gasoline and other volatile flammables with a flash point below 100 degrees Fahrenheit will not be used for cleaning purposes.  No flammable cleaners will be used without proper safeguards.  Wherever possible, non-flammable or water solvent detergents should be used for cleaning operations.  You must have Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) on all cleaning solvents and must be an authorized cleaning solvent.

512.  SECURING A BUILDING. 

    a.  Securing at End of Day.

        (1) All doors, including fire doors, and windows will be properly secured at the close of working hours unless approved in writing by the Commanding Officer.

        (2) All heating devices not required for operation during the night will be secured by the person in charge at the close of working hours.

        (3) No doors will be permanently secured without approval from the Fire Chief or a Fire and Emergency Services officer.  The secured door(s) will be identified by a sign, placed on the door(s) and other means of egress established.

        (4) Swabs, cleaning gear, liquid flammables, and other materials that are subject to spontaneous ignition will be properly maintained.

        (5) All paint, brushes, drop cloths, rags, etc., must be removed from the buildings at the close of the workday.  If materials are to be left on the job, they will be placed in a proper safety container and stored outside the building.

        (6) Electric driven forklift trucks used on upper decks of multi-story buildings and electric powered hand pallet lift trucks may be left in buildings, provided they are located a safe distance from combustible materials.  

        (7) All electric driven forklifts and hand pallet lift trucks, which will have electrical connecting plugs from the batteries to the power units, must be disconnected at the end of the workday.

        (8) Gasoline or liquefied gas powered equipment will be certified by the Underwriters Laboratories, Inc.  They must be refueled outside storage buildings and stored either in detached buildings used only for this purpose, or in areas that are separated from adjacent occupancies by adequate fire cut-offs.  All gasoline operated vehicles used inside buildings will be equipped with a spark arresting muffler.

    b.  Vacant Buildings.

        (1) All trash will be removed from the building, floors swept clean, and furniture stacked or placed as not to block exits.

        (2) Gear lockers or closets will be thoroughly cleaned and all cleaning gear removed from the premises.  Interior doors will be left in an open position.

        (3) All points of entry will be locked and securely boarded as required to resist unauthorized entry.

        (4) Signs will be posted on buildings prohibiting entry except on order of the Commanding Officer. 

        (5) Storage areas will be kept orderly to provide access and minimize fire spread.  Utility services will be secured to the maximum extent conditions permit (see reference (l)).  However, fire protection devices (i.e., fire alarm systems, sprinkler systems, heat and smoke detection, etc.) will remain in full active service at all times.

        (6) The Fire Chief will be notified when a building is to be placed in a caretaker status or to be demolished.  This will facilitate the removal of all fire panels and portable fire extinguishers. 

513.  SMOKING/TOBACCO REGULATIONS 

    a.  Per NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTHINST 5100.9A, smoking and tobacco use is prohibited in all facilities, equine barns, and government owned, leased or rented vehicles onboard NAVSUPPACT Mid-South. 

    b.  Smoking is permitted only in designated outdoor areas.

    c.  Smoking is not permitted in areas where flammable materials are stored, on loading ramps, in railroad cars, in beds of trucks or trailers while loading or unloading materials, or any storage areas.

    d.  Smoking is prohibited within 100 feet of:

        (1) Gasoline dispensing operations.

        (2) Where bituminous and plastic coatings are applied.

        (3) Flammable liquid and gas handling or storage.

        (4) Gasoline trucks.

    e.  Smoking is prohibited:

        (1) Within 200 feet of an explosive transfer operation area.

        (2) In areas where explosives, chemicals, or highly combustible materials are stored or handled.

        (3) Where prohibited by other Department of Defense instructions.

    f.  Receptacles for disposal.

        (1) Only receptacles designed for smoking/tobacco materials will be provided in all designated areas.  Extinguished cigarettes, cigar butts, other tobacco remnants, and used matches will be placed in receptacles.

        (2) Contents of receptacles will be disposed of in a safe and proper manner.

    h.  Designated Smoking Areas.  The Commanding Officer NAVSUPPACT Mid-South shall approve in writing all smoking areas. Such areas will be clearly defined, posted, and constructed.  Lighted smoking materials will not be discarded from vehicles or industrial equipment.

514.  ELECTRICAL INSTALLATIONS.  The following provisions will apply to all electrical installations:

    a.  Wiring.

        (1) All electrical wiring and equipment will be per standards of the National Electrical Code and reference (d).  

Changes in electrical wiring, fittings or attachments for electrical appliances will not be made, except personnel authorized by Public Works Department.

        (2) Fire alarm systems and disaster warning signal equipment will be installed by Public Works Department authorized personnel.

        (3) Defective electric cords, lighting fixtures, appliances, and switches will be repaired or removed.  Loose defective electrical equipment will be reported immediately and repaired; non-authorized (space heaters, etc) equipment will be removed.

        (4) Unless specifically permitted by reference (i), flexible cords, extension cords, cannot exceed six (6) feet in length and will not be:

            (a) Spliced, nor used as substitute for permanent wiring.

            (b) Run through holes in walls, ceilings, or floors.

            (c) Run through doorways, windows, or similar openings.

            (d) Attached to the building surface.

            (e) Concealed behind building walls, ceilings, or floors.

            (f) Used for setup of temporary lighting.

    b.  Appliances.

        (1) No electrical appliance or device will be installed or used at NAVSUPPACT Mid-South unless it is approved by Underwriters Laboratories (UL) or Factory Mutual Laboratories (FML).  

        (2) All portable heaters will be inspected by Fire Prevention Division to ensure unit is equipped with a built-in thermostat and a tip-over device.

         (3) All soldering irons and other non-fixed electrical heating devices will be disconnected from outlets when not in use. 

         (4) Except in private homes, fixed and non-portable outlets for electrical heating devices such as flat irons, soldering irons, and glue pots will be provided with a readily visible pilot light to indicate when the current is on.

    c.  Circuits.

        (1) Electrical circuits will not be overloaded or over fused.  Fusing of circuits will be per reference (i) and accomplished only by Public Works authorized electricians.

        (2) When a circuit has been interrupted by a blown fuse or a tripped breaker, the source of disturbance must be located and restored by a Public Works authorized electrician.

        (3) All electrical switches in the master switch panel will be correctly labeled to indicate the circuits and/or devices, which they control.

    d.  Flammable Areas.

        (1) Electrical equipment used or located in areas where explosive vapors are present will conform to the requirements of the National Electrical Code, reference (i).

        (2) Tools, metal fan blades, door latches, and similar devices used in the vicinity of flammable gases or vapors will be of nonferrous or non-sparking type.  Non-sparking shoes will be worn as required.

    e.  Lights.

        (1) Fluorescent Lights will be mounted as required by the National Electrical Code, and only approved fixtures will be recessed in ceiling or walls.  Clearances as specified by reference (i) will be provided for all other types.  A minimum of 1-1/2 inch clearance from combustible material and protection by a 1-1/2 amp fuse is required.

        (2) Portable lamps will meet Underwriters Laboratories, Inc/Factory Mutual Laboratories safety standards in accordance with reference (i).  The lamp will be well guarded from breakage.

        (3) Unguarded incandescent lamp fixtures will be installed according to manufacturer's requirements and bulb wattage will not exceed 60 watts unless so stated on fixture.  Desktop lights and portable droplights will not exceed 40-watt bulb capacity.

    f.  Grounding.

        (1) All stationary and portable machines, equipment and other devices in which static charges may be generated in the vicinity of flammable gases or vapors will grounded per the National Electrical Code, reference (i).

        (2) Extension cords and electrically operated tools or devices, together with their connections and fittings, will be UL or FML listed, or of the grounded type.  They will be examined frequently and maintained in a safe condition.  All extension cords will be kept dry and free from oil and grease and have only one outlet.

        (3) All vending machines using electrical power will have properly grounded motors, compressors, etc., and kept free from accumulations of grease and lint per reference (i).

        (4) Ground Fault Interrupter (GFI) outlets will be installed in all areas such as bathrooms, kitchens, pools, hot tubs, saunas, spas, heads and outside electrical outlet areas to prevent electric shock to personnel.  An annual test is performed by the Safety Office or upon request of the occupant.

    g.  Static Electricity.  The provisions of reference (g) and (i) will be adhered to for protection against the fire hazards of static electricity.

    h.  Electronic Computer/Data Processing Equipment.  Equipment will be installed per references (d) and (i), and inspected per reference (h).

515.  HEATING AND AIR CONDITIONING SYSTEMS.

    a.  The following provisions apply to all heating and air conditioning systems:

        (1) Furnace, mechanical and boiler rooms, heating units, and garages will be kept free of flammable and combustible materials.

        (2) Adequate clearance as specified by reference (d) will be maintained between combustible materials and steam pipes, furnaces, flues, and appurtenances.  Exposed surfaces too hot for the bare hand to touch will be considered hazardous.

        (3) Storage of combustible materials in spaces designed for heating and air conditioning equipment is prohibited.

        (4) The use of open flame type heating devices is prohibited.

        (5) Window mounted air conditioning units will not be left on after working hours in base facilities.  Department Heads and Special Assistants will submit a request to the Public Works Officer for permission to leave air conditioning units on after regular working hours.  Requests will contain the location of air conditioning units.

        (6) Unit(s) to be inspected by Public Works Department personnel to ensure equipment meets circuit control and phase protection.  The approved request will be posted conspicuously at the location of the unit.

    b.  The following provisions apply to gas fired heaters:

        (1) Accessible shut off switches and valves on all gas fired heaters and similar equipment.

        (2) Gas burning equipment will be inspected and periodically overhauled by competent, responsible maintenance personnel.  Heating units, vent stacks, and flues will be thoroughly cleaned at least once a year.

        (3) Adequate instructions, including fire prevention measures, will be posted near the equipment relative to its operation.

        (4) Safety devices, thermostats, and similar control equipment will be frequently inspected and maintained to ensure proper operation.

        (5) Portable space heaters using gas or liquid fuel require authorization by the Public Works Officer for use at construction sites and as interim emergency heating in facilities requiring protection from the cold.

516.  OUTDOOR AREAS.

    a.  Open Areas.

        (1) Dry weeds, grass, and brush will not be permitted around buildings and open storage areas.  Such growth will be cut frequently and disposed of in a safe manner.

        (2) Areas within 50 feet of buildings will be maintained regularly to keep them free from accumulation of debris and combustible vegetation.

        (3) Open storage of combustible material will conform with reference (h).

        (4) The Public Works Department will assist in providing the water supply for fire fighting. 

        (5) Gas or liquid filled heaters are prohibited for use in facilities. 

    b.  Storm Drains.  Hazardous materials, hazardous waste, or any other flammable material will not be discharged into or permitted to accumulate in storm drains, sewers, or in water areas adjacent to NAVSUPPACT Mid-South.  Contact an environmental representative immediately, at 874-5902 or Public Safety Dispatch, at 874-5533.

    c.  Open Fires.

        (1) Open fires will not be started at any location on board NAVSUPPACT Mid-South without advance notice to the Fire Department.  Burning of trash and debris is permitted only at locations approved by the Fire Chief.

        (2) Fires, open flame burning devices, welding, and cutting operations will not be conducted near flammable or combustible materials.  A fire watch, properly instructed and equipped with fire extinguishers of the proper type, must be present and a NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320/4 Hazardous Operation Permit (08-02), enclosure (7), must be obtained prior to start of work.

    d.  Dumpster Units.  Dumpster and other central trash disposal units will be spaced a minimum of 15 feet from buildings or storage areas. Doors and hatches will be kept closed.

    e.  Excavations.  Extra care will be taken in excavating around gas mains, oil tanks, gasoline, or oil pipelines, etc.  Smoking or open fires of any kind are prohibited in areas where flammable gaseous conditions are suspected.  In such places, the air will be tested and if gas is present, ventilation will be provided by portable blowers or other satisfactory methods.  Electrical equipment used in such areas will meet the requirements of the National Electrical Code, reference (i).

517.  FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS.

    a.  "Flammable liquid" will mean any liquid having a flash point below 100 degrees Fahrenheit with a vapor pressure not exceeding 40 pounds per square inch (absolute) at 100 degrees Fahrenheit.

        (1) Class I Liquids will include those liquids having flash points at or below 100 degrees Fahrenheit.
        (2) Class II Liquids will include those liquids having flash points at or above 100 degrees Fahrenheit and below 140 degrees.

    b. Storage and Containers.

        (1) Only approved flammable lockers may be used for storage of chemicals/flammable liquids that meet reference (g) and (h).

        (2) Only approved safety containers will be used to transport gasoline from a service station to private residences for use in powered lawn and garden equipment, recreational vehicles and/or contract grass cutting equipment.

    c.  Inspection and Approval. 

        (1) Plans and specifications showing the exact locations of all flammable liquid storage will be submitted to the Fire Chief for approval prior to occupancy.  

        (2) Flammable liquids will be kept in containers not more than five gallons capacity, and the aggregate capacity will not exceed twenty-four gallons or one day’s usage unless stored in a flammable storage cabinet per reference (h).

518.  SERVICE STATIONS.

    a.  Service stations will comply with the provisions of references (g) and (h). 

    b. In addition, the following will be adhered to:

        (1) Flammable liquids will not be dispensed into containers or tanks unless the nozzle and container are grounded or bonded per references (c) and (h).

        (2) All vehicle engines will be shut off during fueling operations.  

        (3) Smoking is prohibited at all times during fueling station operations.

        (4) Spark producing tools are prohibited.

        (5) Flammable liquids will not be issued in non-approved safety containers.

    c.  Navy Exchange service station personnel shall:

        (1) Notify the Fire Department at 874-5311 prior to refilling fuel storage tanks.

        (2) Set up barricades to prohibit vehicular traffic within 100 feet of filling operations.

        (3) Ensure that appropriate fire extinguishers are immediately available for emergency use.

        (4) Personnel engaged in loading/unloading operations will not wear shoes or boots with exposed nails or other metal fastenings.

        (5) Only those electrical devices approved by reference (i) will be permitted in gasoline handling areas.  Temporary electrical installations are not permitted in such areas.

        (6) Transfer of gasoline will be prohibited during electrical storms or other acts of nature.

        (7) Cellular phones will not be used within fifty (50) feet of refueling operations.

    d.  In the event a hazardous condition arises or the indicated requirements are not carried out, the Service Station Supervisor will secure tank-filling operations and notify the Public Safety Dispatch at 874-5333 or 911.  Operations will not resume until the conditions are corrected.

519. Source of Ignition.

        (a) The use of open flame lighting devices such as oil lamps and candles will be prohibited except in family housing quarters and by permit for ceremonial purposes and use in club/dining facilities.  Open flame portable cooking and food warming devices such as gas-fired grills, solid fuel cans, and candles will require permits when used in structures other than family housing.

        (1) Charcoal fire grills are prohibited within structures and on combustible balconies, decks, or porches.

520. DRUM STORAGE.

    a.  All drummed stock of flammable liquids will be stored per reference (h).

521.  FLAMMABLE LIQUID CARRYING VEHICLES.

    a.  Cargo tanks and vehicle chassis will be electrically bonded.

    b.  Drivers, Operators, and Attendants.

        (1) Drivers will be thoroughly instructed in the proper method of operating motor tank vehicles.

        (2) The driver, operator, or attendant of any tank vehicle will not leave the vehicle while it is being filled or discharged. A delivery hose, when attached to a tank vehicle, is considered part of the tank vehicle.

        (3) Smoking by drivers, helpers, repairmen, or any other personnel is prohibited while they are driving, making deliveries, filling or making any repairs to tank motor vehicles.

        (4) The carrying of pocket lighters containing flammable liquids, special spark producing devices, and matches by personnel engaged in flammable handling operations is prohibited.

        (5) Operators and attendants of motor tank vehicles are required to familiarize themselves with the operation of fire extinguishers carried on the vehicles.

        (6) Personnel engaged in flammable liquid handling operations will not wear shoes or boots with exposed nails or metal fastenings nor will they carry key chains or spark producing tools or devices while on or about flammable liquid operations.

    c.  Filling and Discharging Tank Vehicles.

        (1) Motors of tank vehicles will be shut down during making and breaking hose connections.  If loading is done without the use of a power pump, the tank truck or tractor motor will be shut down throughout the operation.

        (2) One of the two required 20-B fire extinguishers carried on the vehicle will be removed to a safe place ready for use in case of emergency.

        (3) The cargo tank will be bonded to the fill stem or some part of the fill stem piping when loading Class I or Class II flammable liquids through open domes into a cargo tank.

        (4) No external bond wire connection, nor bond-wire integral with hose, is needed for the unloading of flammable liquids into underground tanks.

        (5) No cargo tank or compartment used for the transportation of any flammable liquid or asphalt will be loaded liquid full.  The vacant space (outage) in a cargo tank or compartment used in the transportation of flammable liquids or asphalt will not be less than one percent.

        (6) Simultaneous delivery to underground tanks from two or more hoses will be by means of tight connection between the hose and the fill pipe.

        (7) Flammable liquids from tank vehicles will not be dispensed into containers from tank vehicles.

        (8) Wedges, locking devices, screwdrivers, wrenches, etc., which restrict the instant shutoff in the fuel lines during filling and discharging operations are prohibited.

        (9) If an unsafe condition develops during any phase of flammable liquids handling, stop all operations and notify the Public Safety Dispatch at 874-5533 or Dial 911 on base.

    d.  Fueling Motor Vehicles and Equipment from Motor Tank Vehicles.

        (1) Mobile equipment (forklifts, mules, etc.) will be refueled in the open at least 25 feet from the nearest building.

        (2) No smoking or open flames within 100 feet of fueling operations is allowed.

        (3) Operators of vehicles or equipment being refueled will turn off the engine, radio, and the vehicle lights.

        (4) In case of fuel spills, automotive vehicles and other gasoline or electric motors will not be started within 100 feet of such spills until the exposed area has been thoroughly decontaminated and the flammable vapors have dissipated.  Notify the Environmental Spill Response team at 874-5902 and the Public Safety Dispatch at 874-5533.

    e.  Motor Vehicle Storage and Parking.  Motor vehicles, whether loaded or empty, will neither enter nor be stored in any building not designated for that purpose.  Tank trucks will be parked in open areas at least 100 feet from buildings and flammable areas.  Tank vehicles will be parked in designated areas only and spaced a minimum of 20 feet apart.  U S Army fuel tankers require a 20 foot size lot for storage and parking. 

522.  FUEL DISPENSING EQUIPMENT.  All fuel dispensing equipment will meet the following criteria:

    a.  Containers used for dispensing flammable liquids will be of a type approved for such use by Underwriters Laboratories or other recognized testing authority.  Containers for flammable liquids will be maintained in good condition.  Contents of leaking containers will be transferred to serviceable containers.

    b.  Dispensing equipment will be checked at regular intervals for leaks at pipe connections, stuffing box, and meter.  When leaks are found they will be repaired by an authorized repairman and the equipment kept out of service until repairs are made.

    c.  Bungs, caps, or other stoppers will not be left out of drums, barrels, tanks, or other flammable liquid containers.  This rule also applies to empty containers.

    d.  Empty flammable liquid containers will not be stored or repaired until they have been thoroughly purged of hazardous vapors.  

    e.  Discharge valves for dispensing flammable liquids from drums will be per reference (h).

    f.  Faucets used on drums for dispensing flammable liquids will be of the approved spring closing type, which will flow only while held open manually.  Such drums will be equipped with Underwriters Laboratory approved flame arrester bung vents.  Blocking faucets open is prohibited.  Metal drip pans will be placed under faucets and cleaned regularly.

    g.  Nozzles used in gasoline dispensing will be the manually controlled/automatic closing type.

    h.  Operators dispensing flammable liquids will not leave nozzles or valves unattended when in use and the nozzle will be grounded to the tank or container.

523.  DISPENSING FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS.

    a.  Gravity discharge within a building of Class I or Class II flammable liquids from tanks, drums, or containers other than safety cans is specifically forbidden.

524.  USED FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS.  Used flammable liquids will be collected in marked, closed steel drums, cans, or other designated receptacles and turned in to Hazardous Waste Management personnel for disposal.

525.  LABEL FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS.  Flammable liquids will not be left standing in unlabeled containers.  Gasoline carried away from dispensing areas will be done only in approved safety containers, tightly capped, and suitably marked.

526. DUPLICATOR FLUID.  All duplicator fluid containers must be properly identified.  This fluid must be treated as a flammable liquid and stored in an approved spring loaded safety container and limited to 5 days supply.  The area of use must be well vented; if an exhaust fan is used, it will be of the sealed type.

527.  STORAGE IN NAVY EXCHANGE MID-SOUTH.  Storage in the sales areas of Navy Exchange Mid-South will be restricted to that required for day-to-day use.

Section 6

BUILDINGS AND STRUCTURES

601.  BUILDING PRE-CONSTRUCTION/MODIFICATION.

    a.  All new construction, renovation, and facility improvement plans for proposals, including self-help, which may impact on property protection or life safety due to fire, will be reviewed by the Fire Chief or their representative prior to start of work to provide fire protection consultation.

    b.  A fire protection representative will be in attendance at pre-construction conferences and provide station regulations and consultation to contractors working on board the station.

    c.  Resident Officer in Charge of Construction (ROICC) project engineers will notify the Fire Chief of all pre-design, pre-construction and pre-performance conferences, and board reviews and modifications of projects.  All construction projects, whether new or maintenance and repair, will be monitored to ensure they comply with station fire regulations.  Each contract will contain a specific section on fire prevention.  Fixed fire protection systems installed or modified under such projects will be subject to an acceptance test conducted under the cognizance of the Engineering Field Division, Fire Protection Engineer.

    d.  Where alterations involve lowering of ceilings in buildings, remove the old existing combustible ceilings to the extent consistent with structural requirements.  Only products with a flame spread rating of 25 or less will be used for new ceilings.

    e.  Walls will be of noncombustible material and untreated low-density fiberboard will be removed.

    f.  After completion of work and prior to occupancy, a qualified representative of the Public Works Department will conduct an inspection of the structure to determine compliance with the approved plans.

    g.  All construction areas and storage yards will be cleared before lumber or other combustible material is delivered on the site.  There will be a clear space of 50 feet around the outer boundary of storage yards.

    h.  All private construction contractors should be made aware of station fire regulations and coordinate with the Fire Chief in regard to hazardous permits, proper fire extinguishers, and inspections required of the work or work area.

602.  ATTICS AND CONCEALED SPACES.

    a.  Unsprinkled attic spaces will be kept clean and not used for storage of combustible materials.

    b.  Scuttles and other access openings to attics, basements, or concealed spaces will be fitted with doors equivalent in fire resistance to construction and normally kept locked.

    c.  Hatches, trap doors, and access opening to confined spaces will not be used for ventilating purposes but kept closed at all times when not in use.

603.  EXITS.  General requirements are as follows:

    a.  No restrictive hardware such as hasps, padlocks, throw bolts, crossbars, etc. will be installed on any emergency exit door when building is occupied.

    b.  Locking devices on doors and exits of holding cells will conform with the requirements set by references (d) and (j).

    c.  All exits will provide free and unobstructed access to streets or other places of safety.

    d.  The total length of travel from any point to an exit will not exceed 150 feet.

    e.  Doors used in connection with horizontal exits will be kept locked (use Electronic Badging and Control system) and unobstructed on either side of the exit whenever premises are occupied.

    f.  Doors will not open immediately onto a flight of stairs but onto a landing at least the width of the door.

    g.  Doors giving access to stairways will swing in the direction of exit travel.  There will be no obstructions to doors, stairs, or landings.

    h.  Swinging doors, during their swing, will not reduce the effective width of stairs or landings, and in no case will any door at any point in its swing reduce the effective width of stair or landing to less than 22 inches nor when open interfere with the full capacity of the stairs.

    i.  Doors from stairways to the outside of the building will swing out and be so arranged as not to restrict the effective width of the stairs.

    j.  Vertical and horizontal sliding doors and rolling shutters are not acceptable as emergency exits.

    k.  All doors used in connection with the exits will be so arranged as to always open readily from the side from which egress is made.  Locks, if provided, will not require a key to operate from the inside.  Latches or other releasing devices to open doors will be of easy set.  The method of operation will be obvious even in the darkness.

    l.  All exit doors will be so arranged as to be readily visible, and no obstructions interfering with access or visibility will be permitted.

    m.  No draperies will be permitted over or in front of exit doors.

    n.  No mirrors will be placed in exit doors.

    o.  A second means of egress will be provided if more than 20 people occupy a space.

604.  FIRE DOORS AND DRAFT STOP DOORS.

    a.  Fire Doors.

        (1) Fire doors will be self-closing or automatic.

        (2) Fire doors will be kept free from all obstructions.

        (3) Fire doors of the sliding type will be provided with noncombustible guards to prevent stock being piled against them. Doors of the swinging type will have the path of its swing painted on the floor.

        (4) Fire doors will not be propped, blocked, wedged, or otherwise held open except with their own mechanism.

    b.  Draft Stops.  Draft stop doors will remain in self-closing position at all times.

605.  PANIC HARDWARE.

    a.  The exit doors of schools, motion picture theaters, and places of public assembly will be equipped with latches (fire exit bolts) which release when pressure not to exceed 15 pounds is applied to the releasing devices in the direction of the exit travel.  Such releasing devices may be bars or panels extending not less than two-thirds of the width of the door and placed at heights suitable for the service required.  The attachment of any device, (i.e., hasps, padlock, chains, or locking bars) to any fire exit door equipped with panic hardware is prohibited.

    b.  In the event questions arise relative to panic hardware installations, exit improvements or other modifications, Commanding Officers and Officers-in-Charge will notify the Public Works Officer (874-5901) for approval to ensure compliance of applicable directives.

    c.  The exit doors of all other places of public assembly having capacities in excess of 100 persons will be equipped with panic hardware.

606.  LIGHTING AND SIGNS.

    a.  Exit doors and passageways will have signs visible from the exit approach indicating the way of egress.  Each exit door or exit way will be marked by signs with plainly legible letters not less than 4-1/2 inches high.  The principal stroke of each letter will not be less than 3/4 inches in width.  Signs will be illuminated by a reliable light source giving an intensity of not less than five foot-candles on the illuminated surface.

    b.  Signs in corridors and other passageways where necessary to indicate the direction of egress will have the words "TO EXIT" with a suitable pointer or arrow indicating the way.  The lettering will be of the size required for the exit signs.

    c.  Emergency exits will be illuminated with exit signs; in general, type 2 emergency lighting, with lights and signs on a separate circuit.  Emergency exits will conform to requirements in reference (j).

Section 7

HAZARDOUS ACTIVITIES

701.  SURFACE FINISHING.

    a.  Painting.

        (1) Spray painting, except for interior painting of buildings, will not be conducted within buildings unless standard spray booths and exhaust systems are provided.  Spray booths will be designed, installed, and maintained per National Fire Protection Association Pamphlet No. 33 and the general requirements of reference (d).

        (2) Spraying operations will not be conducted outside of predetermined spraying areas.  Particular attention will be given to adequate mechanical ventilation and the provisions of "NO SMOKING" signs, which will be conspicuously posted at all painting and spraying areas and wherever painting material is stored.

        (3) Bituminous and plastic coating (vinyl system of painting) contain toxic and combustible properties require rigid enforcement of the regulations regarding fire safety precautions for flammable surface finishes per reference (h).

        (4) Fire retardant paints that use flammable solvents are a greater fire hazard than ordinary paints because the flash points of the solvents are relatively lower.  Proper precautions must be taken to prevent fire during such applications, especially if the paint is sprayed.  Adequate ventilation and elimination of sources of ignition including open flames and sparks are essential.

        (5) Tarpaulins and drop cloths used in connection with painting operations will not be folded and stored within buildings.  Such cloths may be folded if stored in metal lockers detached at least 15 feet from buildings and provided with adequate ventilation to prevent spontaneous ignition.

        (6) All painting operations will be stopped during severe electrical storms.

    b.  Hot Work Involving Welding and Burning.

        (1) Before cutting or welding on metal coated on either side with vinyl/saran paints, the coating on the area, which will be affected by the heat will be removed.  When impossible to do so, air supplied respirators will be worn, the space positively ventilated, and other personnel removed from the immediate vicinity.

        (2) No welding, cutting, or burning will be performed in such locations where hot metal could fall into a danger zone, open tanks, or other enclosed spaces which have been painted with vinyl base paints unless such spaces have been tested and are gas free.

        (3) A filled out and authorized Hazardous Operation Permit, NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320/4 (08-02), enclosure (7), must be in possession during all work involving welding, cutting/abrazing, and burning.

    c.  Temporary Ventilating.  All blowers and associated equipment will be explosion proof, properly maintained, and grounded.  Proper maintenance of explosion proof electrical equipment includes checking the flame gaps between the joint surfaces to ensure they do not exceed safety limits.  These flame gaps will not be gasket or painted since this would destroy their basic functions; also, holes will not be drilled through explosion proof enclosures, enclosure parts will not be machined in such a manner as to decrease the flame gap length, bolts will not be omitted or permitted to become loose, and bolts of a diameter smaller than the original will not be used.  All material and equipment used in connection with the ventilation will be of such material and/or construction to preclude the possibility of any kind of spark being generated.

    d.  Temporary Lighting.

        (1) Shops concerned will provide and install only explosion proof lights approved for use in Class I, Group D atmospheres.

        (2) Only sealed electrical leads will be used within the danger areas.

        (3) Electric services of all types will be supplied from sources outside the danger area.

        (4) Open switchboards, machinery, and electrical equipment, circuit breakers, electrical outlets, lighting fixtures, etc., other than spark proof types located within the danger zone will be secured.

        (5) The use of naked lights (unguarded bulbs) is not authorized.

    e.  Confined Space Entry.

        (1) No one is authorized in the tanks or vapor dispersion area unless equipped with rubber-soled, non-sparking shoes.

        (2) Personnel involved will remove from their person all possible sources of ignition, including matches and cigarette lighters, steel rings, buckles, etc.

        (3) Adequate protective clothing as specified in reference (c) Occupational Safety and Health Administration CFR 1910.120 will be worn by all personnel entering tanks or spaces in which saran or vinyl plastic paints are being applied.  Dip tanks and drying oven operations will conform to the requirements of reference (h).

        (4) If the Fire Department needs a confined space certified gas free, Safety Division Manager will contact U.S. Navy Large Cavitational Channel on Presidents Island at (901) 947-3117.  If a contractor is fulfilling a government contract on base and needs a certification for gas free, contractors must supply their own gas free engineer.

702.  BATTERY CHARGING SHOPS.

    a.  Only authorized personnel instructed in the hazards and precautions connected with the handling of acids and charging of batteries will be employed in the battery shops.

    b.  The battery shops will be adequately ventilated near the ceiling line to dispel hazardous accumulation of hydrogen gas.

    c.  Air inlet openings at or below the level of the batteries are essential regardless of the kind of exhaust.

    d.  For a small number of batteries, a vented hood over the batteries may be satisfactory.

    e.  Where natural ventilation is used, a vent stack to aid in producing upward drafts will be installed.

    f.  Smoking, open type lights and switches, or flames and flame producing devices will not be allowed in the vicinity of batteries on charge.  Appropriate warning signs will be posted.

    g.  Battery vent caps will be in place before attaching or detaching charger cable, and connection between batteries will not be disturbed while charging switch is "ON”.

    h.  The charging rate will be reduced as cells approach full charge, thus lowering the rate of hydrogen liberation.

703.  OPERATIONS INVOLVING HOT WORK.

    a.  Operations involving hot work are to be performed only after issuance of a permit to perform hot work per paragraph 701.b.  This precaution must be observed to assure maximum fire safety.

    b.  The Fire Chief or duly authorized representative will have the authority to stop hot work operations that are being accomplished without a permit and such operations that do not meet the standards set in reference (c).

    c.  Operators of welding or cutting equipment will meet requirements of reference (c) prior to operating such equipment.  Instruction will include all hazards peculiar to the operations.

    d.  All welding or burning operations will be under the supervision and control of a competent supervisor who will see that all regulations pertaining to welding and burning operations are enforced.

    e.  When flammable or explosive materials are exposed to welding or cutting operations, a fire watch will be posted in the vicinity with fire extinguishers or a fire hose.  Fire watches will be posted on both sides of a deck, bulkhead, wall, or ceiling being worked on when fire hazards exist on both sides.  The fire watch will remain at the station for a reasonable time (at least 30 minutes) after the job is completed and ensure that there are no live sparks or smoldering fires.

    f.  Welding or cutting operations will not be performed in or on the outer surfaces of rooms, compartments, or tanks; in areas adjacent to rooms, compartments, or tanks; or in or on closed drums, tanks, or other containers which hold or have held flammable or explosive materials, liquids, or vapors unless fire and explosion hazards have been eliminated.

    g.  All cylinders will be handled carefully; acetylene and oxygen cylinders on portable welding rigs will be secured in place.

    h.  Oxygen cylinders will be kept free of oil and grease at all times.  A high-pressure leak from an oxygen cylinder may cause a sufficient amount of rapid oxidation to ignite nearby gasoline, oil, grease, or alcohol and result in fire or explosion.

    i.  While equipment is in use, especially in confined spaces, it will be frequently inspected for evidence of leaks in the hose, couplings, valve stems, or other points of the systems.  If leaks are not promptly detected, an explosive or lethal mixture of gas and air may accumulate with serious results.

    j.  When welding or cutting is performed in any confined space, except in an authorized welding shop, the gas cylinders will remain on the outside unless specifically approved by the Fire Chief.

    k.  Where welding cable or hose is in the path of traffic, it will be protected from chaffing damage by a protective wrap covering and properly secured by lines to prevent undue strain on cables or hose.

    l.  When an operator using electric welding equipment has occasion to leave work or stop work for any appreciable time, the power supply switch will be opened.  The equipment will be completely disconnected from the source of power when not in use.

    m.  Acetylene and oxygen cylinders, except where installed in standard welding rigs, will be lashed in vertical position to prevent tipping, and the storage of acetylene will be isolated from oxygen cylinders by a clear distance of at least 20 feet or by an unpierced gas tight fire wall for indoor storage.  Signs indicating such storage will be prominently displayed.  Smoking will be prohibited within 50 feet of such areas.

    n.  Cylinders will be marked and painted per Department of Transportation (DOT) regulations.

    o.  No one will alter or tamper with numbers or marking stamped into or painted on cylinders.

    p.  No one will use a cylinder for any purpose other than that for which it was intended.

    q.  Cylinders in the open will be screened from the direct rays of the sun to protect against excessive temperature rises.

    r.  Valves will be closed under the following conditions:

        (1) Before manning cylinders.

        (2) When work is finished.

        (3) When cylinders are empty.

    s.  Oxygen will not be stored near highly combustible materials.

    t.  Under no condition will acetylene be generated or used at a pressure in excess of 15 pounds per square inch (PSI) gauge pressure.  This requirement is not intended to apply to the storage of acetylene dissolved in a suitable solution in cylinders manufactured according to U.S. Department of Transportation requirements and to applicable existing regulations.

    u.  When setting up cylinders for use, the acetylene valve outlet will be pointed away from the oxygen cylinder.

    v.  The use of any cylinder will be discontinued before the pressure falls to zero.  After the gauge pressure falls below approximately 25 pounds per square inch, oxygen cylinders will not be used in welding or cutting operations except in an emergency.  The cylinder valve will then be securely closed, and valve-protecting caps replaced.  Such cylinders will be tagged or marked "Empty" or "MT’.  Empty cylinders will be segregated from full cylinders and handled with the same precautions as specified for full ones.

    w.  If welding or cutting must be done in the vicinity of combustible material, special precautions such as those given in the following list will be taken to ensure that sparks or hot slag do not reach the material and start a fire.

        (1) Move combustible material to a safe distance.

        (2) Sweep floors clean.

        (3) Wet down non-fire resistant floors before working.

        (4) Put metal or other suitable noncombustible material on wood floors where sparks may fall.

        (5) Station guards near openings to warn passersby of sparks.

        (6) Use sheet metal or noncombustible curtains where needed.

        (7) Ensure that guards and curtains are adequate.

        (8) Ensure that there are no openings between asbestos blankets, used as curtains, and the floor because hot slag may roll along the floor for a considerable distance.

    x.  When it is necessary to do gas welding or cutting close to wooded sections or near combustible material that cannot be removed or protected, small water or other type fire extinguishers or pails of water will be readily available.  A fire watch will be stationed to guard against sparks.  Water extinguishers will not be used for electric arc welding operations.

    y.  Wherever combustible material has been exposed to molten metal or hot slag from cutting operations, the fire watch and welder/burner will remain in the immediate area for approximately thirty minutes to ensure that no fire exists.

    z.  Cylinders.

        (1) Do not drop cylinders.  A ruptured cylinder may explode or propel.  Do not use cylinders for rollers, anvils, or supports.

        (2) When cylinders are not in use, close valves and replace protective valve cover.

        (3) Cylinders will not be handled by cranes, except when they are placed in specially constructed bottle racks or in a skip box.  Under no circumstances will gas cylinders be hoisted by a magnet, manila line, steel cable, sling, or net.

        (4) Secure cylinders on a wheeled truck so they can be easily moved if a fire occurs in the immediate vicinity.

        (5) Cylinders will be kept away from sparks, flame, or heat.

        (6) Manifolding or the coupling together of cylinders when necessary to obtain greater amounts of acetylene and oxygen will be done per the rules and regulations of reference (h).

        (7) Acetylene and liquefied fuel gas cylinders will be placed with valve end up whenever they are used.

        (8) Regulators, pressure gauges, manifolds, and related equipment, which are provided for a particular gas, will not be used on cylinders containing another type gas.  Use of adapters for the purpose of attaching regulators or other equipment designed for a specific gas to valves designed for a different gas is prohibited.

            (a) Valve and hose connections will be kept tight to prevent acetylene leaks.  Leaks will be tested with soapy water only.

            (b) Acetylene hoses will be tested frequently for leaks.  If acetylene has been escaping in confined areas, the areas will be properly cleared of all gas before welding or burning operations are again carried on.

            (c) No acetylene torch will be left unattended while burning.  When it is not being used, the hose will be coiled or looped in a workmanlike manner and placed on a bracket by the cylinders and the pressure in the hose relieved by closing off the valves on the cylinders and opening the valves on the torch.  Lines left unattended during mealtimes or other extended periods will be either removed from the compartment or disconnected at the cylinders.

            (d) Only approved manifolds will be used for acetylene.  Copper fittings will not be used as acetylene combines chemically with copper to form explosive mixtures.

            (e) Acetylene will never be discharged into hose lines, manifolds, etc., at a pressure greater than 15 pounds per square inch (gauge).

            (f) Cylinder storage inside a building will be limited to a total capacity of 2,000 cubic feet of gas for storage.  Temporary storage platforms will provide protection from the direct rays of the sun and constructed of a noncombustible material with a noncombustible partition separating the fuel gases from the oxidizing gases.

            (g) Oxygen will not be used to blow out oil pipes for paint spraying, or for pneumatic tools as an explosion may result.

704.  LIQUID PETROLEUM GAS (LPG).

    a.  Liquid petroleum gas (an intermediate between gasoline and the lighter gases, such as methane) is liquid under pressure but used as a vapor.  In the vapor state, liquid petroleum gas has a hazard comparable with any flammable natural or manufactured gas and being heavier than air, requires special ventilation attention.

    b.  The same precautions apply to the use of liquid petroleum gas as are prescribed for acetylene except that these gases are stable and no unusual hazard is attached to their use at pressures above 15 pounds per square inch.

    c.  In all installations, the use and storage of liquid petroleum gas will be in accordance with reference (h).

705.  FUMIGANTS AND INSECTICIDE FOGGING PRECAUTIONS.  The Fire Chief will be notified at least 24 hours in advance before any building or structure is to be treated with a flammable fumigant. All sources of accidental ignitions will be eliminated prior to the operation, and the entire process performed under constant supervision.  No thermal insecticide fogging liquid will be used that has a flash point below 100 degrees Fahrenheit.

706.  TAR POTS - APPLICATION OF TAR, ASPHALT, AND SIMILAR MATERIALS.

    a.  Tar pots will not be operated inside, on the roof, or within 25 feet of any building.  They must be attended by a competent operator.  A minimum of one Class B, 30 pounds fire extinguisher will be provided in each of the following areas:

        (1) The tar pot.

        (2) The area of tar application.

    b.  Kettles for heating the materials will be equipped with proper heat controls and means of agitation to ensure controlled uniform temperatures throughout contents to prevent spot heating.

    c.  The material will not be heated above the temperature necessary to produce workable fluidity and in no case above its flash point.

    d.  Surfaces on which the material is to be flooded, mopped, or otherwise applied will be cleaned and free of any foreign substances.

    e.  When the material is applied within buildings or other enclosed areas, the atmosphere will be free of dust and adequate ventilation provided to completely remove smoke and fumes.

    f.  All smoking, flame devices and/or other sources of ignition will be prohibited in or near the area of application of the material.

    g.  Mops, brushes, and other applicators will be stored at a safe isolated place when not in use.

    h.  A cover will be in place over melting tar when not loading solid material.

    i.  Propane bottles will be equipped with proper regulators per reference (g).

707.  EXPLOSIVE HANDLING.

    a.  The Fire and Emergency Services will be notified by telephone prior to transporting explosives.  The notification will include the time, route to be taken, and the type of ammunition to be transported.

    b.  No person other than the authorized driver and one helper will be permitted to ride on a vehicle transporting explosives.  The vehicle will not be left unattended.

    c.  The fuel tank of a vehicle will not be refueled while explosives are in the vehicle, except in an emergency and then only after the engine of the vehicle is stopped, all lights turned off, and static grounding devices properly connected.

    d.  No person will be allowed to take matches, lighters, or any other fire, flame, or spark producing devices into any magazine or explosive area.

    e.  Smoking is absolutely prohibited in any magazine, magazine area, in buildings, around cars, wagons, motor trucks, or boats, which contain explosives, ammunition, and other hazardous materials.

708.  RADIOACTIVE MATERIAL.

    a.  Fire involving radioactive material presents special problems of personal safety and damage to equipment, which are covered in reference (p).

    b.  The Fire Chief will be notified immediately of the transportation, storage, handling, or use of any radioactive material (including weapons), which come into the confines of this activity.

    c.  The department controlling or using the material will make the above notification and include the following information:

        (1) The general type material and the possible emission hazard, if any.

        (2) The location where the material will be stored or used.

        (3) Specific information on the physical properties and characteristics of the material, which might be of aid in fighting a fire with which it may be associated.

    d.  It is mandatory that the Fire and Emergency Services obtain the above information for the protection of fire fighters and other personnel in the event of fire or similar emergency involving hazardous materials.

Section 8

STORAGE AND HANDLING OF MATERIALS

800.  GENERAL.

    a.  The packaging, preservation, and stowing of military supplies in relation to fire safety will conform with the applicable provisions of reference (c).

    b.  Limitations of floor area and clearance of different types of stored materials will be governed by reference (h).

801.  HAZARDOUS MATERIAL STORAGE AND SEGREGATION.

    a.  All buildings, storage lockers, or other spaces containing hazardous materials shall be marked appropriately in accordance with reference (h), Section 704, Chapter 6.

    b. Chemicals Reacting With Water.  Some chemicals must be stored in structures without automatic sprinkler protection.  These include calcium carbide, unslaked lime, peroxide, metallic calcium, carbon disulphide, sodium and potassium, hydrogen cyanide and other chemicals that react violently with water.  They will never be stored in a building containing combustible or valuable material.  If the quantities or values are small, they may be stored in small, detached combustible warehouses in preference to buildings containing other types of storage.  Such storage, wherever located, must be specifically designated by signs to advise the Fire and Emergency Services of the nature of the material.

    c.  Explosives.

        (1) Dynamite, blasting caps, and other explosive material must be kept in magazines or other structures approved by reference (k).  Environmental storage instructions of reference (k) must be observed in all cases.

        (2) Except for command-controlled displays, the possession of explosives and fireworks (for sale, storage, or use) is prohibited.  Fireworks do not include paper caps or highway flares.

    d.  Organic Oils.

        (1) Substances susceptible to spontaneous heating in contact with combustible fiber, cloth, and mattresses frequently cause serious and stubborn fires.  Such materials include linseed oil, cottonseed oil, fish oil, and castor oil.  Generally speaking, these materials do not present serious problems of protection when segregated from combustible, porous, or fibrous materials.  They will, however, be stored in separate fire resistive buildings having automatic sprinklers.  When such materials are in their original shipping containers and no mixing or drawing is involved, they may be stored in oil and paint storage buildings provided that separate piles are maintained.  When there are only a few drums (no more than 10), they may be stored in separate piles in the same areas as noncombustible supplies if the building is fire resistive and/or has sprinklers. No drawing or mixing is permissible in these areas.

        (2) Lubricating oils, paint, grease, and petroleum products will be stored in separate fire resistive buildings.

        (3) Acids, powdered metals, charcoal, lamp black, sulfur, hay, and seed will be segregated and stored in detached low value buildings or shelters.  Fires from material in this category are difficult to control with water, and in many cases application of water merely accelerates the fire.  Such storage must be specifically designated by signs to advise the Fire and Emergency Services of the nature of the material.

    e.  Accidental Hazards.  Dangerous chemicals and compressed gases will be stored in such a manner that accidental breakage, leakage, rupture of containers, or exposure to fire, heat, or water will not result in the commingling of such materials with other substances which might produce explosive or flammable gases, toxic fumes, or jeopardize the safety of personnel and materials.

802.  GENERAL STORAGE OF FLAMMABLE LIQUIDS.

    a.  Use only approved storage facilities and containers.

    b.  Handle containers carefully to avoid breakage.

    c.  Remove and destroy leaky containers.

    d.  Maintain accessibility to interior for fire fighting purposes.

    e.  Ensure proper ventilation for materials, which give off flammable vapors.

    f.  Avoid any location where spilled liquids may come in contact with spark or flame.

    g.  Use clean, dry sand, fuller's earth or diatomaceous earth, etc. to absorb spilled liquids, oil, or grease.

    h.  Use only spark enclosed or spark proofed fork trucks.

    i.  These storage areas will be posted with "NO SMOKING" signs.

CONTRACTOR'S FIRE PREVENTION GUIDE
1.  The following fire prevention/fire safety practices are considered to be reasonable requirements for adherence to private contractors performing work on properties under the jurisdiction of the Commanding Officer NAVSUPPACT Mid-South.

    a.  Prior to performing welding, burning, lead melting, torches, tar pots, open drums, or stove fires, etc. or operating other flame producing devices, the contractor will request authorization by a Hazardous Operation Permit, NAVSUPPACTMIDSOUTH 11320/4 (08-02) encl (7).  The Fire Prevention Division will inspect site area and approve only upon meeting requirements of ref (c). 

    b.  Oil painting materials (paints, brushes, empty paint cans, rags, overall drip clothes, etc.) and flammable liquids will be removed from the building(s) at the end of work hours each day.  Such painting materials and flammable liquids will be stored outside in a Flammable locker at a safe distance of 20 ft from any structure.

    c.  Accumulation of trash, paper, shavings, sawdust, excelsior, boxes, and other packing materials will be removed from the building(s) at the end of the workday and properly disposed in the proper containers clear of the facility.  

Areas adjacent to buildings undergoing work will be kept clean.

    d.  Storage of lumber, roofing materials, or other combustible supplies during construction will be kept a minimum of 15 feet from structures.

    e.  Portable electric devices (i.e. saws, sanders, compressors, extension cords, or lights) will be disconnected at the close of each working day.  When possible, the main electric panel in the facility should be de-energized.

    f.  Contractors will ensure that all personnel are familiar with the location and operation of the nearest fire alarm pull station.

    g.  All fires, regardless of nature or size, will be reported to Public Safety Dispatch by dialing 911 (housing), 9-911 (elsewhere), or 874-5533 (Cellular phones will need to call 874-5533).  All fires extinguished on the site by contractor personnel will be immediately reported to Public Safety Dispatch at 874-5533.

    h.  Fire equipment (i.e., hose, extinguishers) located in buildings will not be removed from their location or used for any purpose other than fire.  It is the contractor's responsibility to furnish all fire equipment required for the work.  Fire hydrants will not be used without special permission of the Fire and Emergency Services.  A clear space of 15 feet on all sides of fire hydrants will be maintained at all times.

    i.  Responsibility for operation of all valves on the water distribution system rests with the Public Works Officer.  No other persons are authorized to operate valves within the system.

    j. Smoking areas are designated outside of all building(s).  Smoking is strictly prohibited in or near areas where flammable liquids, compressed gases, highly combustible materials, or explosives are stored, handled, or processed.

    k.  Prior to the completion of the workday, the contractor will ensure that the building(s) is free of all fire hazards and that a fire safe condition exists.

2.  Fire and Emergency Services is available at all times for consultation in regard to any and all matters pertaining to fire prevention and protection.  Contractors may call 874-5259/874-5644 (Fire Prevention Division) during normal duty hours, 0700-1600, after duty hours, 874-5311/5312.
